IMPROVING CONGREGATIONAL COMMUNICATIONS 

from the Senior Minister . . .   
We talk about spiritual growth a lot, but how does one actually grow spiritually? The 

normal answer is that we grow through being involved in a variety of disciplines: 

Worship, Prayer & Meditation, Personal Devotional Reading, Being Part of a Growth 

Group, Being a part of a Service Group. Each of these activities are a part of the mix 

of how we grow spiritually, but one dimension that I want to focus on in this article 

is the spiritual growth that takes place through both being mentored and mentoring. 

As I look back, it is not so much a specific topic that I remember learning about, but 

rather the PERSON who taught me. One of the great aspects of our Confirmation Class is that each student is partnered 

with a mentor. My guess is that both the mentor and mentee are enriched by each other. Come to think of it, Jesus used 

the mentoring model very extensively in his ministry. He chose 12 disciples to mentor, to walk through life together for a

At the October meeting of the Board of Trustees, 
the decision was made to move from a calendar 
year budget to a fiscal year budget. As a result, the 
budget year for the church will begin on July 1 and 
run through June 30 of each year. This change will 
not impact individual contributions.  
 
Our stewardship emphasis will take place during 
the month of January with Commitment Weekend 
taking place on January 30th & 31st. Pledges and 
commitments will be for the 2010 CALENDAR YEAR. 
Our goal is to emphasize the spiritual act of giving, 
and not on raising money to meet a budget. 
 
The budget will be prepared after Easter and 
presented to the congregation at the annual 
meeting to be held on June 13, 2010.

The CDC offers these everyday steps to protect your health . . .

�} Avoid touching your eyes, nose or mouth. Germs spread this way. 
�} Keep away from others as much as possible. Cover your mouth and nose with a tissue when coughing or sneezing. Put your used tissue in the waste basket. 
    Then, clean your hands, and do so every time you cough or sneeze. 
�} Try to avoid close contact with sick people. 
�} If you are sick with flu-like illness, CDC recommends that you stay home for at least 24 hours after your fever is gone except to get medical care or for other 
necessities. (Your fever should be gone without the use of a fever-reducing medicine.) Keep away from others as much as possible to keep from making others 
sick. 

Other important actions that you can take are . . . 

�} Follow public health advice regarding school closures, avoiding crowds and other social distancing measures. 
�} Be prepared in case you get sick and need to stay home for a week or so; a supply of over-the-counter medicines, alcohol-based hand rubs (for when soap 
    and water are not available), tissues and other related items could help you to avoid the need to make trips out in public while you are sick and contagious. 

Parents . . . 
�} We love your children and we value their health. There are many children who attend Sunday School, and that means lots of shared germs. Although we use 
hand-sanitizer in both the hallways and the classrooms, and all rooms are thoroughly cleaned, germs still have a way of spreading. If your child is ill or has flu-
like symptoms, please keep them at home until they are fully recovered. This will contribute to good health among the children, teachers, & congregation.
